RACING CLASSES - Classes will focus on specific racing 

skills and techniques with classroom instruction and 

short practice races.  Sessions will run from 4:30 pm 

to 6:30 pm and be offered limited 

times this summer. 
 

REQUIREMENTS:  

Students must have the ability to 

swim efficiently.  Shirts, swimsuits & 

shoes are to be worn at all times.  

PFD (Personal Floatation Device) shall be worn always 

while on the water - bring your own or one will  

be provided. 
 

SAFETY:  Is of the utmost importance  

at the 4-H Youth Sailing School.  
 

 US Coast Guard approved PFD’s are used  

 Power safety boats are always out on the water 

 Communications are via on-board VHF radios 
 

CERTIFICATIONS: Our program staff are trained and  

certified by US Sailing, and they each hold American 

Red Cross/American Heart Association First Aid and 

CPR certifications.  
 

AWARDS: Sailing Achievement awards will be given 

following the successful completion of a week’s class 

session.
